“Open hearts, Open minds, Open doors.” If you have been around the United 
Methodist Church during the past 10 years, that slogan is probably familiar to you. For 
years, our denomination has distinguished itself with open hearts, growing closer to 
others and to God; open minds, growing in knowledge of God and learning from each 
other; and open doors, where everyone is welcome to worship and become an active 
part of the church community. 
  

As of this month a new twist on those words is bringing a whole new dimension to its 
meaning. We are asked to “rethink church” so that we are no longer defined by what 
we have – open hearts, open minds & open doors. Now we are defined by what we do 
– we open hearts, minds & doors.  We are being invited to be the church in action; the 
community of Christ through which people’s lives are forever changed. 
 

It is quite simply following the model of Jesus. Jesus wasn’t overly impressed by what 
people called themselves. He wanted to know what they were up to; what difference 
they made through the lives they lived.  That is the same thing people are asking today:  
what is the church up to that is making a difference in people’s lives in the name of 
Jesus Christ? 
 

That question underlies the planning of each week’s worship at Trinity; it is the passion 
behind the many mission projects our congregation is involved in; it is the focus of our 
vision for what the Community Center can do for the people of our community. We 
are opening hearts, opening minds, and opening doors. That is what it means to be the 
church of Jesus Christ.
